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On March 19, 1877 Richard 
Hicks, for the sum of $750 
purchased a parcel of land in 
Pequea Township containing 
one acre plus 100 perches. 
Richard, wife Anne and their 
two children Ef�e and John 
appear in the 1880 enumeration 
of Pequea Township. Richard 
again stated his occupation as 
stonemason.

On April 2, 1883, Richard 
and his wife sold the property 
to John H. Kreider. On the 21st 
of the previous month they had 
purchased another parcel of 
land in Pequea Township, con -
taining over four acres, from 
Aaron B. Shank, for $601.01.

In the November 22, 1883 
issue of the Lancaster New Era 
under the column

“Wide Awake in West Wil -
low” it was reported, “Capt. 
Richard Hicks, one of our 
prominent citizens, has built for 
himself a handsome residence 
near Baumgardner’s Station. 
The building stands upon the 
summit of a hill, and commands 
a �ne view of the surrounding 
country.” (Although the article 
refers to him as captain, Rich -
ard Hicks was mustered out as 
a private.)

Richard’s wife Annie ap -
peared on two circa 1880 lists 
of the Boehm’s Church class re -
cords. She is listed as attending 
class No.5 meeting at the home 
of Samuel F. Gall. Annie’s place 
of residence is listed as “near 
Boehm’s Church.” Daughter Ef -
�e is found on the list of proba -
tioners, dated January 1882. 

The Hicks house appears 
on the 1899 atlas of Lancaster 
County, near the old Hess/
Boehm cemetery. Neighbors, 
Richard Hicks and Joseph 
Charles appear as numbers 4 
and 5 on the Pequea Township 
special schedule census of 1890 
for surviving veterans.

Joseph Charles
The Charles family of 

Pequea Township is woven 
into the Boehm story. Several 
generations of the Charles fam -
ily resided on the old Boehm 
homestead where Rev. Martin 
Boehm was born.

Two of the Charles grand -
sons would continue an example 
set by their grandfather of serv -

ing in the military. Grandfather 
Joseph arrived in this country 
with Lafayette’s troops to �ght 
for American independence. 
(His story was told in a previ -
ous chapel newsletter.) He died 
in 1828, �ve years before his 
namesake grandson was born. 
He is buried beside his wife 
near the entrance to the chapel.

Grandson Joseph Charles, 
of Civil War era, enrolled in 
Capt. Jacob Gompf’s Co. PA 
Volunteers under Col. Henry 
A. Hambright. The unit orga -
nized on September 18, 1861 
in the city of Lancaster. The 
clerk recorded that Joseph, age 
25, agreed to join for a period 
listed as: “During the War.” This 
‘Lancaster County Regiment’ 
subsequently became Co. K. 
79th Regiment, PA Infantry.

The 79th Regiment was 
sent to Camp Wilkins, near 
Pittsburgh, and on Oct. 18, 1861 
embarked for Louisville, Ky., 
aboard a �eet of steamers. The 
regiment served throughout 
Kentucky, Tennessee and 
Georgia.

Company muster rolls show 
Joseph periodically absent by 
order of detached service with 
the Pioneer Corps. Per The 
History of Pennsylvania Vol -
unteers, 1861-1865, by Samuel 
Bates, the Pioneer Brigade was 
a specialized unit in the Army 
of the Cumberland. Soldiers 

were detailed to 
carry out duties 
similar to those of 
modern combat 
engineers includ-
ing cutting roads, 
repairing bridges 
and dismantling 
enemy artillery, 
forti�cations, and 
railroads.

In the 1864 sum -
mer campaign, the 
79th participated 
in the Siege of 
Atlanta. On Oct. 3, 
1864 Joseph was 
mustered out at 
Atlanta, Georgia 
by reason of: “ex -
piration of term of 
service.” He was 
due $100 having 
last been paid June 
30, 1864. His cloth -
ing account was 
last settled Dec. 31, 
1863 when he was 
advanced $24.56.

At the end of his term of 
service Joseph returned to his 
home in Pequea Township and 
in short order married Eliza -
beth Lennert on Jan. 17, 1865. 
Joseph and Elizabeth Charles 
resided on the Boehm home -
stead. They became the parents 
of 13 childr en, 10 of whom lived 
to maturity.

Elizabeth Charles is included 
on the 1868 list of probationers 
at Boehm’s Church. She was 
received into full connection on 
Dec 12, 1869. Her name also ap -
pears on several class lists.

In the 1869-70 Directory 
of Lancaster County, Joseph 
is listed as a laborer residing 
in Willow Street, Lancaster 
County. Joseph Charles died in 
1913 at the age of 79 years.

His obituary, which ap -
peared in the Philadelphia 
Inquirer, dstates: “Peq uea 
— Joseph Charles, a well known 
resident of this place, died 
yesterday, aged 79 years. He 
served in the famous Seventy-
ninth Regiment during the 
Civil War, and saw hard service, 
being complimented by the 
commanding general.” His 
grave nearby Boehm’s Chapel 
overlooks his former home.

A church divided
The Methodist Episcopal 

Church was also in the midst 
of con�ict and division in the 
years preceding the Civil War. 
Clashes over slavery led to a 
plan of separation that ultimate -
ly resulted in a newly created, 
Methodist Episcopal Church 
South. Northern and Southern 
divisions in the church hap -
pened 16 years prior to the start 
of Civil War. In 1861 an addi -
tional rift threatened a rupture 
in the Baltimore Methodist 
Episcopal Conference.

In the February 1861 issue of 
the Methodist publication, La -
dies Repository, the editor, the 
Rev. D.W. Clark, D.D., makes 
reference to the possible divi -
sion of the Baltimore Confer -
ence as well as the peril looming 
over the nation. 

In a small article titled, “The 
Border Troubles,” Clark poses 
the question in regard to t he 
Methodists: “What result do the 
secessionists aim at? A great 
Central Methodist Episcopal 
Church? To all unprejudiced 
minds, capable of comprehend -
ing this su bject, this will be 
seen, as it truly is — a mere 
�gment. Between the Meth -
odist Episcopal Church and 
Southern Church there is no 
middle ground upon which it 
can stand.”

In the following article titled, 
“Our Country and Its Peril,” 
Clark states, “The present is 
a dark day in the Republic. In 
the foreground, disunion; in the 
background, looming darkly 
and portentously, civil war, with 
its horrors and nameless ills. 
What the end shall be none can 
tell. Peaceful secession is not 
possible. But we will not yet 
cease to hope. We have faith in 
God. We believe his mercies are 
great, and we yet hope that we 
will be entreated by his people 
to turn away from us his wrath 
and lead this nation as he led 
Israel of old, through the midst 
of the sea, and that on the banks 
of deliverance they will ere -
long sing their songs of joy  and 
thanksgiving.”

“If my people, who are called 
by my name, will humble them -
selves and pray and seek my 
face and turn away fro m their 
wicked ways, then will I hear 
from heaven and will forgive 
their sin and will heal their 
land.” II Chronicles 7:14.

The beginning of Memorial 
Day, originally called Decoration 
Day, is connected to America’s 
Civil War. Women’s groups in the 
south are credited with decorat -
ing graves before the end of the 
con�ict. Many towns across the 
country claim the honor of being 
the birthplace of Memorial Day 
but it is dif�cult to ascertain the 
place of origin.

Following World War I, 
Memorial Day was expanded to 
include all veterans who died in 
military service.

April 2011 marked the 150th 
anniversary of the beginning of 
the Civil War. December 2011 
will note the 70th anniversary of 
America entering WWII.

In remembrance of their ser -
vice, a  list of the known veterans 
buried in Boehm’s Cemetery in 
on Page 7. Every attempt has 
been made to be as accurate 
as possible. Please contact the 
Chapel Society if the name of a 
deceased loved one, buried at 
Boehm’s, who served in the mili -
tary, does not appear on the list.

Thank you to the families 
who responded. Any additional 
information received about the 
veterans will be kept on �le at 
the Society.

Representing all Böhm 
descendants who have served 
in the military are two Virginia 
Beahms: Benjamin Beahm who 
served in the Civil War and Car -
son Beahm Johnson who served 
during WWII. Both Beahm men 
lived near Sperryville, Va..

From the writings of Jim 
Galloway, honorary lifetime 
director of Boehm’s Chapel 
Society, we learn of Benjamin 
Franklin Beahm, who at age 19 
was drafted i nto the Confeder -
ate Army. A year after being 
drafted, he was wounded in the 
battle of Chancellorsville. Ben 
was sent to the hospital where 
the doctors wanted to amputate 
his arm because they could not 
remove the musket ball. Per the 
family story, Ben told the army 
authorities to give him a pint of 
whiskey to kill the pain and since 
he was no longer of any use as an 

infantryman, to send him home.
Since Ben, because of his stiff 

arm, could not hold the reins 
of a horse or do manual labor, 
he opened a tea room on the 
turnpike, on the western slope 
of the Blue Ridge. The tea room 
eventually contained a branch 
of the Post Of�ce and the county 
tollgate. Ben was born on Oct. 
16, 1873 and died Nov. 10, 1914. 
He married Josephine Butler in 
1873 and fathered nine children.

As Jim explains, the Civil War 
was a major event that affected 
the lives of the Virginia Beahms, 
many of whom served in the 
Army of the Confederacy. They 
had no knowledge of their Böhm 
cousins serving in the Union 
Army. Because more Civil War 
battles were fought on Virginia 
soil than any other state, the 
southern Beahms e ndured the 
hardship of being constantly ha -
rassed by foraging Union troops 
and even their own Confederate 
troops.

Sgt. Carson Beahm 
Johnson 1925-2005

Carson B. Johnson, born Sept. 
11, 1925, was the son of Eva Love 
Beahm.

He volunteered for the para -
troopers on March 24, 1944. He 
went to Ft. McClellen, Ala. for 17 
weeks of basic training then to 

Seeking

Many of us hope that we 
possess a sword from the 
Middle Ages when the Tem -
plars fought in the Crusades.

We are soon disappointed 
when we are told that the 
ornate sword we possess 
couldn’t possibly be au -
thentic as the Templar rule 
forbade all ornamentation on 
weapons.

Inevitably the sword we 
inquire about is a fraternal 
Knights Templar sword or 
“society sword” as they are 
called among collectors.

The sword shown was 
manufactured by Sisco 
Brothers, Baltimore, Md.

 The blade of the Templar 
sword is particularly ornate 
and will often depict Cru -
sader scenes and lily work. 
Virtually every Templar 
sword made in the last cen -
tury and a half will carry the 
engraved name of its owner. 
Here you can see inscribed 
‘W. G. Speed’.

It was presented to H.G. 
(Harry Guthrie) Beam by 
William Speed in 1894. My 
research found that Harry 
was a member of the Acacia 
Lodge No. 155 in Thurmont, 
Md., and later a member of 
the Tyrian Lodge No. 205 in 
Emmitsburg, Md. Geograph -
ically, these two towns are 
only a few miles apart.

 However, Mr. Speed was 
a member and past Master 
of Landmark Lodge No. 127, 
Baltimore.  According to Ma -
sonic Lodge records, William 
was the Tyler of Mr. Beam’s 
lodge (in charge of guarding 
the outer door of the Lodge 
and is almost always a mem-
ber of a different Lodge). 

What we don’t know is 
why William gave this sword 
to Harry. I don’t recall know -
ing that the sword existed 
until a few years ago when 
my father, George R. Beam 
(II), became ill and asked 
that I take the sword home. 
He told me the sword was 
handed down through his 
father, George R. Beam (I) 
from his father, Harry. Yes, 
George (I) and George (II) 
were also Mason s; George 
(I) in Lodge No. 205 with 
his father, and George (II) a 
member of Lodge No.12 in 
Battle Creek, Mich.

The 30th Boehm Heritage

meeting immediately followed 
by the worship service.

Laura Apostol, curator of 
the Strawbridge Shrine in New 
Windsor, Md. will bring a mes-
sage titled, “Here I am Lord!”

The Strawbridge Shrine is 
considered the birthplace of 
American Methodism and Rob-
ert Strawbridge is considered 
the first of the American circuit 
riders. After he and wife Eliza-
beth settled in Carroll County 
Md., and Robert continued the 
evangelistic ministry he had 
begun before leaving his native 
Ireland.

Strawbridge traveled 
throughout the Eastern Shore 
of Maryland, Delaware, New 
Jersey, Virginia, Georgetown, 
D.C. and Pennsylvania. He was 
welcomed to the home of Eve 
and Martin Boehm in 1781, per 
an entry recorded in “Remi-
niscences,” by Henry Boehm, 
Martin’s son.

Strawbridge is recognized 
as the founder of the first Soci-
ety of Methodists in America. 
However, it is his wife Eve 
who is noted as leading the first 

American to the Methodist 
faith. The Strawbridge Shrine 
celebrated the 250th anniver-
sary of the arrival of Robert 
and Elizabeth to America, in 
June 2010. Recently the shrine 
was involved with the Carroll 
County History Project, which 
received the 2011 Maryland 
Preservation Award for 
Educational Excellence by the 
Maryland Historical Trust.

Laura has served as curator 
of the Strawbridge Shrine since 
June 2005.

She has taken over 200 
hours of classes in theology and 
preaching along with classes 
relating to domestic violence. 

She attends Mount Zion Church 
in Finksburg, Md.

To commemorate the heri-
tage of Robert Strawbridge, 
music with an Irish lilt will be 
provided for the program by 
Alice Lauver, pianist and Kelly 
Lefever, flautist.

Boehm descendants are 
asked to register with James 
Galloway, honorary lifetime 
director, prior to the business 
meeting. Jim will be positioned 
outside, weather permitting, 
near the entrance to the chapel. 
A light meal will be provided in 
the church fellowship hall fol-
lowing the service.
